= Must be a citizen or legal permanent resident of the United States

»  Undergraduate degree or equivalent professional experience required

= Willingness to commit to a year of full-time national service without outside commitments
» Community outreach, marketing, planning, and training experience preferred

»  General internet/research experience

»  Web-based database experience preferred

»  Foreign language skills (English/Chinese or English/Russian) a plus

»  Proactive, organized, able to develop projects without supervision
